Media Preview: New Medical Vehicles at Walter Reed Army Medical Center June 4
WALTER REED ARMY MEDICAL CENTER, Washington – Walter Reed Army Medical Center opens the doors to the Army’s newest medical transport vehicles June 4 from 9 to 11 a.m. Media are invited to take photos and b-roll of the vehicle and learn more about how Walter Reed Army Medical Center plans to use the PEV in support of our nation’s Wounded Warriors by touring the vehicle and conducting interviews. 
The first of three new Patient Evacuation Vehicles (PEVs) will be officially unveiled during a ceremony June 5 at 10:30 a.m.  The PEVs, similar in size to a semi-trailer, will be used to transport servicemembers who were injured or became ill in support of Operations Iraqi and Enduring Freedom, wounded from Andrews Air Force Base in Maryland to Walter Reed Army Medical Center.  
The new PEVs will also be used to provide special event medical and mass casualty support throughout the national capital area. Each vehicle can accommodate 16 non-ambulatory patients and 12 ambulatory patients and can be staffed by a Critical Care Air Transport Team in emergencies.

Information needed for access include: names of all attending, license plate number, make, model, year and color of the vehicle. Parking will be reserved for those who RSVP by deadline.
