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Walter Reed Army Medical Center Unveils New Army Medical Transport Vehicle

WALTER REED ARMY MEDICAL CENTER, Washington – Secretary of the Army Pete Geren will join Maj. Gen. Carla G. Hawley-Bowland, commanding general, North Atlantic Regional Medical Command and Walter Reed Army Medical Center, Col. Patricia Horoho, commander Walter Reed Health Care System, in the unveiling of a state-of-the-art patient transportation vehicle June 5 at 10:30 a.m. in front of Heaton Pavilion, Bldg 2. 
The first of three new Patient Evacuation Vehicles (PEVs), will soon be pressed into service at WRAMC. The PEVs, similar in size to a semi-trailer, transport servicemembers who were injured or became ill in support of Operations Iraqi and Enduring Freedom from Andrews Air Force Base in Maryland to Walter Reed Army Medical Center. 

Each vehicle can accommodate 16 non-ambulatory patients and 12 ambulatory patients, and can be staffed by a Critical Care Air Transport Team in emergencies.  The new PEVs will also be used to provide special event medical and mass casualty support throughout the national capital region. The remaining two vehicles will be delivered this summer.
