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ANNOUNCEMENT FOR THE


The 1st Joint National Capital Regional Military Research Competition (NCRMRC) will be held on 2-3 April (poster session), 23 April 2009 (oral presentations), and 15 May 2008 (Navy-wide competition).  This year the Navy-wide competition will be hosted by National Naval Medical Center. This competition is in lieu of the past Bailey K. Ashford Symposium (BKA).
Abstracts may be submitted in the following categories
Category 1 
Clinical protocols approved by Clinical Investigation Program (CIP) research conducted under the jurisdiction of Walter Reed Army Medical Center’s (WRAMC’s) Department of Clinical Investigation (DCI) and National Naval Medical Center’s (NNMC’s) Responsible Conduct of Research Services (RCRS).  Winners from this category can go forward to the Navy-wide competition if their project is either a joint project between WRAMC and NNMC or just NNMC.  This category is open to civilians and all corps. 

Category 2
Laboratory protocols approved by Clinical Investigation Program (CIP) research conducted under the jurisdiction of Walter Reed Army Medical Center’s (WRAMC’s) Department of Clinical Investigation (DCI) and National Naval Medical Center’s (NNMC’s) Responsible Conduct of Research Services (RCRS).  Winners from this category can go forward to the Navy-wide competition if their project is either a joint project between WRAMC and NNMC or just NNMC.  This category is open to civilians and all corps.
NOTE:
The judges from the oral competition will make the decision as to which winners from Category 1 or Category 2 move forward to the Navy-Wide
Category 3
Interesting case reports or case series.  This category is open to civilians and all corps. 

Category 4
Interesting Quality Improvement (QI) and Quality Assurance (QA).  This 



category is open to civilians and all corps.

Within each Category, entries will be divided and judged in subcategories for staff (all corps) and trainees (all corps with training programs, fellows included).

Each entry, regardless of category, will also be reviewed for recognition of its contribution to Wellness and Readiness.

Competition Timeline

Abstracts will be initially judged to determine the scientific validity and relevance of the research for inclusion in the Competition.  These must be received at DCI (WRAMC) and/or RCRS (NNMC) by January 16, 2009.  Notifications to authors of acceptance will be sent out January 22, 2009.

All accepted abstracts at the Competition will initially be in poster format (30 March 2009). 

After the poster presentation, the best Category 1 posters (ten staff and ten residents) will be invited to give oral presentations on Thursday, 23 April 2009. 

The 1st place Category 1 Staff and Category 1 Resident presenter will go on to represent NNMC in the Navy-wide competition on 15 May 2009 at NNMC.

Submission Deadlines

Deadline for submission of Abstracts for the competition is: 

Friday, January 16, 2009
All entries must follow the one-page abstract format available from the RCRS Webpage and the DCI Webpage.  Abstracts will only be accepted in the new format.

You must provide your information and materials for poster presentations to the Visual Information Department for NNMC or the Photo Shop by February 6, 2009.

Additional Considerations:

RCRS jurisdiction also includes Jacksonville and Great Lakes.

Research projects may be human, animal or laboratory based.

Authors may submit more than one abstract in the same or in different categories.
Projects may be completed or on-going and may have been previously submitted for publication or presented at professional meetings. 
Final data from projects (not including posters and abstracts) may not have

been previously published in professional journals.
Note that the judging of projects at the Poster Competition and the Oral Competition will be by separate panels of judges. Presenters of CIP research (Category 1 and Category 2) must be listed on the projects as a principal or associate investigator no later than 16 January 2009.  

Presenters of other categories must have been directly involved in contributing to the project. 
The actual presenter must be listed as the first author on the poster.

When submitting an Abstract the authors should realize that they are committing to being available on all three dates.  If the author or co-author are unavailable on the poster/oral date, they will be disqualified.

TO QUALIFY, THE COVER LETTER FOR THE NOMINATION PACKET MUST BE SIGNED BY THE DEPARTMENT HEAD/PROGRAM DIRECTOR.
