MAJ Todd Villines, MC (Fellow, Cardiology)


Title: “Does Low Vitamin K Intake or Prolonged Warfarin Exposure Potentiate Coronary Calcification in Humans”


The aim of Dr. Villines’s study was to examine the relationship between dietary vitamin K1 (the most prevalent dietary form of vitamin K) intake and premature coronary artery calcification (CAC) in an asymptomatic screening population.  MAJ Villines conducted a prospective study of 807 consecutive active-duty US Army personnel, 39-45 years of age, without known coronary heart disease.  Vitamin K1 intake was measured with the Block Dietary Questionnaire and CAC was identified using electron-beam computed tomography (EBCT).  No significant correlation between CAC score and vitamin K1 intake was observed (r=0.132, P=0.106).  Multivariate analysis with adjustment for cardiac risk factors showed no association between dietary vitamin K1 intake and CAC.  Dr. Villines concluded that dietary vitamin K1 (phylloquinone) intake appears to be unrelated to premature coronary calcification in a screening population.

CPT Matthew Hueman, MC (Resident, General Surgery)


Title: “Immunophenotype Analysis of CD4, CD8, and Regulatory CD4+ CD25+ T cell Populations Induced by a HER2/neu Peptide (E75) Vaccine in Breast Cancer Patients”


Dr. Hueman conducted clinical trials in breast cancer (BrCa) patients to test the HER2/neu peptide vaccine (E75).  Also, the impact of this vaccine on circulating levels of regulatory T cells (Treg) and the resulting effects on antitumor reponses was investigated.  Twenty-two blood samples from healthy individuals and from 22 BrCa patients including pre- and post-vaccination samples from 7 vaccinated HLA-A2+ patients were stained for CD4, CD35, and CD69 as well as CD8 and E75: HLAA2 Ig dimmer and quantified by flow cytometry.  BrCa patients have a greater percentage of circulating Treg compared to the HLA-A2- BrCa patients (CD4+CD25+, 5.63% vs. 3.28%; p=0.001).  E75 vaccination increased circulating activated CD4+ T cells post-vaccination (CD4+CD25+, 5.31 to 1.81 %; p<0.0001).  According to CPT Hueman’s conclusions, Treg, are increased in BrCa patients along with serum level of TGF-(.  E75 vaccination resulted in CD4+ recruitment but was associated with a significant decrease in circulating Treg and TGF-( levels in the majority of the vaccinated patients.   Successful cancer vaccination strategies may require the alteration of complex immune interactions.

Research Course Requirement for Proxy PIs





Federal and DoD regulations require that individuals involved in the conduct of human subject research receive periodic training in human subject research protections. At WRAMC, this training is required of all Principal Investigators (PIs), Associate Investigators (AIs) and Medical Monitors via the web-based CITI course accessed at the DCI website.  





Occasionally, the individual actually designing and carrying out the research does not meet the WRAMC criteria for serving as a PI and is designated as an Associate Investigator (AI) or a collaborator. The PI Guide on the DCI website details the eligibility requirement for PIs, AIs, and collaborators. 





It is the responsibility of all investigators who oversee and conduct research to understand and comply with all ethical and regulatory issues related to medical research. Therefore, when the collaborator is responsible for the actual day-to-day conduct of the study, but is not eligible for PI status (sometimes referred to as the ‘proxy PI’), the requirements to complete the CITI research course apply. Further, Medical Monitors are also required to complete the CITI course.  Refresher course training is required three years after the initial Basic CITI course.

Statistical Analysis Using SPSS: Levels 1, 2, & 3





The DCI, Clinical Studies Service, offers a three-part series of workshops will be held in October to help the clinical investigator learn SPSS statistical analysis software & concepts and applications.   Please note the date announcement on the DCI website.





These courses are for military and civilian clinician researchers (and aspiring researchers) at WRAMC and designed to give ‘hands-on’ experience in utilizing SPSS for data analysis. The content of each session is as follows:





Level I:  An Overview of Data Coding and Data File Creation





Level II:  Statistical Methods for Comparing Differences between Two Groups





Level III:  Analysis of Categorical Data for Medical Research

Exempt Review 





 Research that does not fall within the purview of the Institutional Review Board may qualify for exempt review as note in these cited regulations.


a.      45 CFR 46.101(b) and (c)


b.      AR 40-38, Appendix B


c.       Walter Reed Army Medical Center, Commander’s Policy on Human Research Requiring Institutional Approval, Dated 1 January 1994. 





Army Regulation (AR 40-38), Clinical Investigation Section lists several Exempted Research Categories from B-1 thru B-7.


a.      B-1 General


b.      B-2 Health care delivery and epidemiology


c.       B-3 Educational methods


d.      B-4 Educational tests (research that involves the use of educational tests when the data are recorded in such a way that subjects cannot be identified directly or indirectly.


e.       B-5 Public behavior (research that involves survey, interview procedures, or the observation of public behavior with some exceptions. Responses or observations are recorded in such a way that subjects cannot be identified.


f.        B-6 Existing records and specimens (research involving the collection or study of existing data, documents, records, and pathological or diagnostic specimens if these sources are publicly available or if the information is recorded in such a way that subjects cannot be identified directly or through identifiers linked to the subject.


g.       B-7 Training


h.       B-8 Personnel qualified to test by duty assignment ( job related tasks of military or civilian personnel who are qualified to test by duty assignments that call specifically for such qualifications.


i.         B-10 Other (other research that is exempted by future changes to DHHS regulations.)





A Research Project must involve no more than minimal risk to research subjects in order to qualify for exempt status as defined in 45 CFR 46. Minimal Risk is defined, as “the probability and magnitude of harm or discomfort anticipated in the research are not greater in and of themselves than those ordinarily encountered in daily life or during the performance of routine physical or psychological examination or tests.”





Research that involves the following vulnerable subjects population does not qualify for exempt review at WRAMC:


a.      Prisoners


b.      Fetuses


c.       Pregnant women 


Retrospective chart review studies on subjects, including pregnant women may be considered for exempt review.

	The Department of Clinical Investigation, Research Operation Service has been in collaboration


With the Walter Reed Army Research Institute by performing the analysis of the malaria recombinant 


vaccines.  The characterization and mapping of the recombinant protein is accomplished by performing 


the following chemical reactions:


a. Reduction using Dithiothreitol and Alkylation using Iodoacetamide to determine the number of 


    disulfide bonds in the recombinant malaria protein.


b. Tryptic digest of the recombinant protein and examine the tryptic peptides against the


    Established   theoretical published peptides we were able to match up to 98% of the peptides.


c. Measurement of the molecular weight for the native recombinant protein using Matrix –


    Assisted Laser Desorption Ionization Time- of –Flight (MALDI-TOF) mass spectrometry. 





The DCI, chemistry section performs the analysis of the malaria recombinant protein as a quality 


control for the reproduction of the new lot of the vaccine.  


The expected value for the recombinant malaria vaccine is 54,611 Da, our analysis using 


MALDI_TOF mass spectrometry yielded a value of 54,576.6 Da. 





The characterization and mapping of a native protein are very useful tools for the identification


Of unknown proteins as well as confirming the synthesis of a known protein.
