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North Carolina appeals court allows new use of HIPAA in lawsuit
Although a 2006 federal decision essentially closed the door on lawsuits brought directly under the privacy statute, a North Carolina appellate court ruling cites a different mechanism that patients may use to sue physicians for HIPAA infractions.

According to court documents, the plaintiff in this case, Heather D. Acosta, was an employee and a patient at a psychiatric clinic. Ms. Acosta filed a lawsuit against clinic's owner, David R. Faber II, MD, in May 2005 for providing medical records access password to an office manager. That person, in turn, disclosed Ms. Acosta's confidential information to a third party without obtaining her consent.

In lieu of suing Dr. Faber directly under HIPAA, he sued him for based on a theory of negligence for giving the password to unauthorized personnel. The lawsuit alleged that Dr. Faber breached his duty under the privacy regulations established under HIPAA and the rules adopted at the hospital system where the medical records are stored. Further, she alleged that Dr. Faber should have known that his negligence would cause her emotional distress.

According to the trial court, HIPAA did not create a private right of action and dismissed the lawsuit. However, the North Carolina Court of Appeals reversed that ruling in December 2006. The appeals court stated that the patient was not making her claim under HIPAA; instead, she was using the privacy statute to establish the standard of care that Dr. Faber should have followed.

"Plaintiff cites to HIPAA as evidence of the appropriate standard of care”-a necessary element of negligence-according to the appellate court opinion.   The appeals court further stated, "Since plaintiff made no HIPAA claim, HIPAA is inapplicable beyond providing evidence of the duty of care owed by Dr. Faber with regards to the privacy of plaintiff's medical records." The court allowed the lawsuit to proceed. No trial date has been scheduled.

Design of Cross-Sectional Study
Nature of Cross-sectional study is both exposure and disease outcome are measured in the study subjects at one point in time or over a short period of time. Design of cross-sectional study often employed for public health planning want information on disease prevalence, e.g. Congress established periodic surveys of health care planning and administration by obtaining data from the population on the prevalence of Acute and chronic diseases.  It is the best design for disease of slow onset, long duration, and those for which medical care is not sought until disease is relatively advanced.

Sample Size

Selection of population usually based on exposure grouping of interest

If small numbers, sample all

If large numbers, sample proportion.

Measure of Exposure

· Means to measure exposure include questionnaires, records, lab tests, physical measurements, and special procedures; 

· Important to get information on exposure history-age at first exposure, age at last exposure, duration of exposure, intensity of exposure.

Measurement of Disease

· Disease status usually determined by self-report, physical examination, or by special procedures (x-rays, etc.)

· Important to obtain age at first onset of disease (symptoms), and information on remission, treatment, recurrence.

· Establish disease criteria at the onset of study and use well-established criteria.

Advantages and Disadvantages of Studies:

· Gives estimate of disease impact in general population;

· Short time frame for completion; cheaper

· Based on a population-based sample not people seeking care (avoids selection bias).

· Difficult to establish temporality

· No risk calculation (Prevalence).

COL LaKresha Snuffy wishes to give a PowerPoint presentation summarizing a retrospective chart review of patient records.  This presentation is in support of an approved WRAMC exempt protocol. The presentation is submitted to public affairs on 1 June 2007 and forwarded to DCI on 14 June 2007; however, the date of the presentation was 11 June 2007. Based on this scenario, will DCI approve this presentation?











Answer: No.   Public affairs is allotted ten business days for publication clearance as is DCI.  In the aforementioned scenario, PAO did in fact clear the presentation within the ten- business-day window.  However, the information in the presentation had already been disseminated to the public by the time it arrived at DCI.  According to recent MEDCOM guidance, authors must submit materials with enough lead time for the reviewers to properly perform their assessment.  At WRAMC,  requesters are encouraged to submit their publication clearance requests approximately 6 weeks prior to public dissemination.

	DCl's New Chemistry Section Supervisor





Dr. Timothy I. Wood is the new supervisor of the Chemistry Section of the Research Operations Service for the Department of Clinical Investigation. Dr. Wood obtained his Bachelor of Science degree in the Biochemistry discipline from Grove City College.  He then obtained a Ph.D. in Cellular and Molecular Biology from the University of Maryland, Baltimore County.  Dr. Wood began his research while still an undergraduate student, working at the NIH-NCI Frederick campus in the Laboratory of Biochemical Physiology studying various signal pathways related to cancer gene expression.  After studying bacterial gene regulation in response to oxidative stress for his doctoral thesis, he did his postdoctoral research work at The Scripps Research Institute and The Skaggs Institute of Chemical Biology located in La Jolla, California.  The primary focus of his research efforts was Structural Biology, specifically using Macromolecular crystallography and Biochemistry to understand the chemical mechanism of chromophore formation of Green Fluorescent Protein and for studying the mechanisms of various transcription factors and virulence genes. 





He currently is a member of the Institutional Biosafety Committee at WRAMC and is beginning his research efforts in the DCI labs. His research focus includes bacterial and viral pathogenesis mechanisms of host cells.  He is particularly interested in protein-mediated interactions for bacterial colonization of the host.  He plans to use a variety of techniques to study and characterize the proteins involved in this process, including crystallography, mass spectroscopy, and molecular biology methodologies.  By obtaining structural information of specific outer membrane proteins, Dr. Wood will be developing information for direct application toward drug design and targeting the immune response for vaccine trials.





He will also be providing a support role for WRAMC investigators interested in doing clinical research that requires a laboratory based component.  This includes developing new methods, validating tests, and running samples provided to the lab.  Some of the available services include the identification of protein molecules by mass spectroscopy, HPLC, and biochemical techniques.  He is an expert in protein chemistry with over 15 years of experience purifying and characterizing proteins.  He is a member of numerous professional organizations and has served as an alternate for the Institutional Clinical Investigation Committee.
