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Survival Analysis

Survival analysis studies the length of time to a critical event. 

Imagine that you are a researcher in a hospital who is studying the effectiveness of a new treatment for a generally terminal disease.  The major variable of interest is the number of days that the respective patients survival.  In principle, one could use the standard parametric and nonparametric statistics for describing the average survival, and for comparing the new treatment with traditional methods.  However, at the end of the study there will be patients who survived over the entire study period, in particular among those patients who entered the hospital (and the research project) late in the study; there will be other patients with whom we will have lost contact.  Surely, one would not want to exclude all of those patients from the study by declaring them to be missing data (since most of them are “survivors” and, therefore, they reflect on the success of the new treatment methods).  Those observations, which contain only partial information are called censored observations. [image: image2.emf]Example of survival data
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Survival Functions

· Survival Function S(t)

 the probability of an individual surviving to time t. 

· Probability Density Function f(t)

 the chance an individual of age t experiences the event in the next instant in time.

· Hazard Function h(t), also call Risk function


 the unconditional probability of the event’s occurring at time t.

· Relationship: f(t) = h(t) * S(t)

Interpretation of S(t)

Example: Breast Cancer

· Event = death, scale = years since surgery

· “ 5 year post-resection survival is 40%”

· 40% is the probability the time from surgical treatment to death is greater than 5 years

· S(5) = P[T>5] = 0.40

· 0 < S(t) < 1

Interpretation of h(t)

Example :  Pancreatic Cancer

· Event = death, scale = months since diagnosis

· “h(t)= 60% at t = 4 month”

· At 4 months, patients are dying at a rate of 60% per month

· At 4 months the chance of dying in the following month is 60%

Recent DCI Research Alert

1.  Standarized protocol templates for human use protocol application have been created by the BRAC Integration Research Working Group.  They are designed for the researchers at the Military Medical Centers (WRAMC, NNMC, and MGMC)and the Uniformed Services University in the National Capital Area (NCA). The templates were approved by the respective institutional review boards and they may be accessed via the DCI web-site by clicking the Bullet entitled, “PROTOCOL Template, SOP, Regulations, & Pub Clearance.” Be sure to read the cover memo on page 1 of the protocol template for guidance and information.

Three different consent form templates are available for 1) clinical trial studies, 2) minimal risk studies, and 3) tissue banking studies.  For NEW human use protocol application, follow the standardized template and the appropriate informed consent template to prepare your protocol and consent form application.  

Note that if you are still using the previous WRAMC protocol templates to creating a new protocol application, the acceptance of this old template has been extended to 1 December 2007.  

2.  THE EXISTING APPROVED PROTOCOLS - For all the existing approved ongoing protocols, no changes will be necessary; the protocol and consent form documents will remain to be effective throughout the study.

3.  CONTINUING REVIEW OF ONGOING PROTOCOLS - The task group is working on the creation of unified templates for the continuing review such as, annual progress report, protocol modifications (addendum), adverse event report, etc.  You will be notified of their completion and availability.

4.  UNIFIED REVIEW AND APPROVAL PROCESS - Before a unified review and approval process is established, the IRB approval process remains the same for each Service/Institution.  The Research Working Group is currently working on the creation of a unified review and approval process for research at the NCA military medical centers.  We will inform you about the progress.

Small Protein Hormone Studies





In DCI Research Laboratories we have been studying small protein hormones and assayed them quantitatively for several years.





These studies were mostly carried out in collaboration with Dr.M Poth and Endocrinology Fellows from Pediatric Department, WRAMC. We have assayed Gastric Inhibitory Peptide (GIP), also known as Glucose-Dependent Insulinotropic Peptide, Adiponectin, Leptin and Ghrelin. These studies involved wide range of conditions of importance to pediatric patients and their doctors. We studied overweight individuals, their responses to food intake and their training. We studied the response of Ghrelin to consumption of Coca-cola drinks, and its changes between active and total present in the plasma of young people. This 28 amino acid long peptide is implicated in regulation of hunger. These and similar hormones are present in human plasma in very small quantities and very low concentrations, often picograms per ml. (Picogram is 10-12 grams, or one trillionth of a gram).





To measure their quantities, first we have to recognize and identify the desired peptide, without interference from the other proteins present in the plasma. This is accomplished using specific antibodies. If possible albumin (or most of it) has to be removed which can be accomplished by chromatographic separation. Sometimes such separation is not possible because the desired peptide is unstable, such as active ghrelin. Specificity of antibody for such a peptide becomes then crucial as is binding to other structures in plasma. Companies do not have always an easy time to produce reliable systems for these assays. On the other hand assay kits for adiponectin or leptin, assayed at nanogram per ml concentrations (nanogram is 10-9 grams), can be easily purchased and work very accurately. These assays use mostly radioactive iodine, 125I bound to tyrosine, where the bond  itself is unstable, but nonradioactive Elisa systems have been developed for quantitative assays of many important small proteins or peptides.

Doing Research at WRAMC: How to Prepare a DCI Protocol �


DCI continues to offer an on-site short course for WRAMC Departments and Services.
