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Statistician Corner-Descriptive Statistics

In your manuscript, you must provide the reader with a summary of your data.  You should provide descriptive statistics that are MOST REPRESENTATIVE of your subjects.  
A. When presenting the descriptive statistics for continuous data (i.e. age, systolic blood pressures) or ordinal data (i.e. pain rated as 0,1,2,3,4, or 5), you may use the mean (together with the standard deviation) or median (together with the range):

1.  DON’T present the mean or median alone.  You need to provide the reader with some idea of the ‘spread’ in the data

2.  DO present the mean with the standard deviation: 120.2 ± 4.5 mmHg

3.  DO present the median with the range: 120 mmHg (range: 115 to 135mmHg)

You may present the mean with the range:  120.2 mmHg (range: 115 to 135 mmHg)

4.  DON’T present the median with the standard error or standard deviation from the printout.  There is a special approach to estimate the standard error of the median..  
5.  DO I use the MEAN or MEDIAN????

a. DO use the mean if the data are normally distributed or approximately symmetrical and sample size > 30..

Use software to test whether your data are normally distributed:  In SPSS, you can use the Kolmogorov-Smirnov and Shapiro-Wilks normality tests.

b. DO use the median if the difference between the mean and the median is CLINICALLY significant.

EXAMPLE.  Here are the systolic pressures of 10 patients: 118 119 120 120 120 122 124 124 168 188      MEAN= 132.3mmHg    MEDIAN = 121mmHg.  LOOK OVER YOUR DATA and see that the median is more representative of most patients in this group.  


c. DO use the median if you have a small sample of subjects and you are not sure of the distribution of the data or if the difference between the mean and the median is 20% or more
B.  For nominal or categorical data (i.e. pregnancy success, gender, race),  you should present the number of subjects in the category, the total number of subjects observed and the percentage.

Descriptive Statistics (cont.)
1.  DON’T present the percentage alone.  Editors want to know the number of subjects used to calculate the percentage:  For example:  

“In a study of 1524 diabetics, 50% of those with renal failure had been on dialysis for 3 years or more”…. But how many subjects had renal failure???  Does ‘50%’ represent 10 out of 20 or 400 out of 800????

2.  DO present 95% Confidence Intervals (CI) for data that is vital to your conclusions on the outcome or endpoint variables of interest.  The 95% CI provides the reader with an idea of the range of  the true proportion that you are estimating.  You generally do not need to provide confidence intervals for proportions in your first table describing the demographic characteristics of your subjects (i.e. NO 95%CI with the proportion of males, or proportion of Hispanic subjects).  But if you are studying hypertension, you should present the 95% CI for the proportion of subjects who had hypertension.

	The Research Operation Service uses a multi purpose imaging system for laboratory imaging and documentation for laboratory gels, blots, membranes and plates. The system is able to image chemiluminescence, fluorescence and chromogenic gels and blots, with sensitivity comparable to autoradiography films for most chemiluminescent blots and fluorescent signal sensitivity detectable to the picomole to fentamole level. The image station also has the capability to capture high energy beta –emitting radioisotopes such as 32P. 


	The image station is equipped with a cooled CCD camera imaging technology containing four million pixel resolution, a 10 X zoom lens and a light-tight environment eliminating the need for a dark room. The system contains an operating software package enabling quantitation, optimization, project management and multiple image captures (time-lapse) and data acquisition.


	The image station provides UV transillumination which is currently being used for imaging fluorescent ethidium bromide stained gels. Other imaging projects include densitometry measurements, Coomassie gels and Western Blots.
