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Tips for Data Entry
One of the most common delays in research is fixing data which was not entered correctly.   Incorrect entry format can be prevented easily:  

*****FULL PROOF METHOD*****:  Meet with the statistician after you have begun collecting data (just 1 or 2 patients is fine) and he/she will provide detailed guidance as you set up your spreadsheet in Excel or SPSS .  

If you can’t meet with the statistician, here are a few guidelines:

1.  In your spreadsheet, each row should contain information about ONE subject.  DO NOT enter a patient’s data from her January visit on row 20 and then enter her data from her April visit on row 241.   For subsequent visits, enter data in extra columns.

2.  Enter SOME value for missing data.   We usually suggest ‘-9’ or any value that cannot appear in that column.  Why?  If you leave ‘Initial Systolic Pressure’ blank, in one year when you have collected all your data, you may wonder if the data was missing or you forgot to collect it.  If you enter a ‘-9’, you know that you looked for it and it wasn’t there.

3.  For categorical data (i.e. gender, ethnicity, type of response), you should assign a value to each possible outcome.  For example, use a ‘0’ for ‘No Response’, ‘1’ for ‘Partial Response’, ‘2’ for ‘Complete Response’ (and ‘-9’ for missing data).

4.  Don’t enter two ‘concepts’ in one column.  For example, for blood pressure, don’t enter ‘180/20’.  You need to have a column for systolic pressure and a column for diastolic pressure.  

5.  Data in a column should be mutually exclusive.  For example, if you have a column called ‘Intraoperative Complications’, and you designate ‘1’= perforation, ‘2’=hemorrhage, ‘3’= pneumothorax, and ‘4’ = nerve trauma.   You enter data for 60 patients, and the 61st subject has a perforation AND nerve trauma!  Don't enter this patient's complications as '1,3', which cannot be analyzed by any statistical program.  

The DCI statisticians are here to assist you from Planning your research to Publishing your results.  Contact one of them when you are ready to BEGIN your data entry. 
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Emergency One Time Use of an Investigational New Drug (IND) or Device (IDE)
The following information is provided to clarify physician responsibilities for the one time 

use of an investigational new drug (IND) or an investigational device (IDE) as set forth by the Department of the Army and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

An “emergency medical situation” is defined as one in which (1) a single subject has a life threatening condition, (2) a physician wants to use a drug not approved for general use by the Food and Drug Administration, and (3) there is insufficient time to submit a protocol to the Human Use Committee (HUC).

An “IND” is a drug that is available for use only under a “Notice of Claimed Investigational Exemption for a New Drug” approved by the FDA.

If an investigational new drug is being considered for use in a single subject, the attending staff physician responsible for the subject must determined that the drug offers an opportunity for subject benefit beyond that of a marketed alternative. 

An IND number must be obtained.  This should be accomplished by using the drug under a third party IND (usually a manufacture’s IND) with their approval.  I f  they can not provide the IND number because an application is pending approval or has not been submitted  then contact with the FDA, Division of Emergency and Epidemiological Operations, at (301) 443-1240. 

An investigational new drug must be shipped to and dispensed by the WRAMC Pharmacy, and devices should be shipped to DCI.  Contact DCI for local clearance and authorization to contact CIRO.

The Chief, Clinical Investigation Regulatory Office (CIRO), is the final approval authority for the use of an investigational new drug in a single individual subject upon request from an Army medical facility commander.  At WRAMC, the Department of Clinical Investigation (DCI) acts on behalf of the Commander, WRAMC, and the HUC to provide local clearance.

Submit a memorandum to CIRO through DCI within one working day (Use the initial request memorandum template in the Emergency.doc.file).  Approval of an IND in an emergency situation is granted only for one time use.  If subject care needs dictate use of the IND at a later time or in another subject, the FDA requires approval of a clinical investigation protocol application by the WRAMC HUC.

Obtain the subject’s voluntary and informed consent to use of the investigational new drug, documented in the subject’s chart.  The standard DA Form 522, “Request for Administration of Anesthesia and for Performance of Operations and Other Procedures,” should be used.

A follow-up written report that includes the outcome of the use of the IND must be submitted to DCI within 10 days of the end of the IND treatment or after 6 weeks of initiating the drug (follow-up report memorandum template also in the Emergency.doc file).

In addition, she wished to give this same presentation at a conference on 15 March 2008. Does this MAJ Snuffy need to submit a second request for publication clearance?


Answer:  No, MAJ Snuffy need not submit a second request for publication because the material in the second presentation is identical to that of the first and the first presentation was approved for the dissemination to the public.

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A 1.0 Angstrom Crystal Structure Reveals Potential 


Target Epitopes in a Francisella tularensis Type IV Pilin Homologue





Pilin assembly into Type IV Pili (T4P) is required for virulence by bacterial pathogens that cause diseases such as cholera, pneumonia, & meningitis. As the causative organism of tularemia, F. tularensis has at least 5 genes with sequence homology to the T4P structural protein. This large pilin array may explain the organism.s zoonotic nature & its Category A status as a potential bioterrorism agent. In our efforts to understand the host:pathogen interaction, we have begun structural studies on the bacteria.s primary attachment machinery for intervention withvaccine or small molecule therapy. Here we describe the 1.0 Å crystal structure of FTT0889. The crystal contains a truncated pilin from F.tularensis LVS. The structure shows strong homology to P. aeruginosa PAK pilin despite the head domain.s divergent primary sequence. Theadaptable heads contribute to surface variation & specificity of pilus function in antigenicity, motility, adhesion, & colony formation. The Nterminal of F. tularensis contains the conserved extended hydrophobic alpha helices that make multisubunit contacts providing mechanicalstrength & flexibility based on sequence homology. The structural homology to other T4P suggests a conserved mechanism for pilus assembly. For further information, you can contact the Research Operations Service at
