ELECTRONIC SUBMISSION OF PROTOCOLS

  In an effort to be more helpful to WRAMC investigators, we would like to offer to revise your protocol when minor editorial revisions are needed. 

  Starting immediately, we are encouraging that all protocols and consent forms be provided to the Department of Clinical Investigation in electronic form. This will substantially speed the review process because the DCI Protocol Coordinator can enter minor editorial changes. Please be assured that the Protocol Coordinator will highlight all recommended changes, so you can review and approve them. 

  This will also eliminate the accidental entering of changes into the first version of the protocol, when the second or third version of the protocol is now operational. Frustration for all parties can be avoided.

  When submitting your e-version of the protocol, please label your electronic file in this manner: 

Protocol: PI name.Prot.date.doc – for example: Smith.Prot.4Sept02.doc

Consent Form: PI name.CF.date.doc – for example: Smith.CF.4Sept02.doc

  Please attach a floppy disk containing your file, or e-mail the electronic version to Ms. Marty Green on Outlook.

  We will still need a copy of the paper protocol because we need the original signatures. We will be working with WRAMC systems to obtain electronic signatures in the future when the technology is available at the Medical Center.

  We are pleased to offer this additional help to make the protocol review process as expedient as possible. Please do not hesitate to call us if you have any questions or comments.
