ELECTRONIC SUBMISSION OF EXEMPT PROTOCOLS

  On May 1, we sent out a Research Alert announcing that the Clinical Investigation Committee and Human Use Committee are phasing in electronic review of protocols. We requested that all full protocols be submitted electronically. Electronic submission improves the efficiency of the protocol review process.

  Effective September 8, we are now requesting that all Exempt protocols also be submitted electronically. Please label your electronic file with the PI last name, the letters “Prot,” and the date of the current protocol version. An example would be:

  Exempt protocols should be submitted to the Exempt Protocol Coordinator, Mrs. Vicki Miskovsky, who can be reached on Outlook.

  Also, we are beginning to encourage the use of electronic, DOIM-approved signatures for all protocols. If electronic signatures are not feasible for you at this time, it is still acceptable to provide a hard copy of ink signatures.
