NEW HIPAA AUTHORIZATION TEMPLATE

Based on our ongoing interpretation and experience with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), the Department of Clinical Investigation has recently updated the HIPAA Authorization template.

The updated template incorporates these changes:

1.
Question #1: Second sentence has been deleted. The Authorization no longer needs to list the specific personal health identifiers.

2.
Question #2: Second sentence now lists DCI and the Human Use Committee as oversight groups that may need to look at Protected Health Information.

3.
Question #3: Clarifies that this paragraph applies to persons outside the Military Healthcare System who are under the HIPAA requirements.

4.
Question #9: Lists CIRO, the FDA, OHRP, and Office for Civil Rights as regulatory groups that can access PHI, but are not under the HIPAA requirements.

The updated Authorization is attached to this Alert, and also can be accessed at the DCI website.

Please use this updated Authorization for all future protocols. These changes are minor, so you do not need to revise any previously-approved HIPAA Authorizations.
