3.  PCMBN - Walter Reed began PCMBN enrollment on 26 March. CRSP problems and scheduling conflicts have slowed the PCMBN enrollment effort. (open)

4.  Appointment Standardization Initiative - Capt. Remmenga sent a registration sheet to the RAOC so that everyone can confirm his or her registration. 5. 1 CHCS Naming Convention.  In the single CHCS host working group, several issues were raised that supported changing the division identifier from a suffix to a prefix.  CDR Charters will have minutes soon for the Region. During a telcon with users in Germany (34 divisions and 5 inpt facilities), significant advantages were evident with the identifier as a prefix: (1) ancillary services can better locate and document requesting location (especially lab and pharmacy); (2) providers can better identify what pharmacy to send a prescription to be file; (3) printers can also be named with this convention so that it is more convenient to direct output to them; (4) there is no effect one way or the other on CON order functionality; (5) prefix may be more convenient for MEPRS folks.
