In your CHCS systems in the Regional at the prompt type in the letters UDK.

(Region) Select UDK Management Menu Option: 

1. Select the option to EL (Edit UDK Library). You must now give your library a name. 

2.  Choose whether you want this library used for personal or public use by typing at the prompt 0 or 1. (Shift?? will give you a list)

3. Then select whether you want just yourself or anyone else to edit this library UDK LIBRARY: gimcw UDK Library Edit

 NAME: gimcw                           EDITOR: MCKENZIE,CARLA M              

 USAGE: PUBLIC                         EDITABLE: NOT EDITABLE

 Want to edit macros (Y/N): y

The next prompt will be a (Yes) meaning you want to create macros for the library.

At your next prompt you must select a number between 1-20, which will then symbolize the (F) function key (i.e. F1, etc)

After this selection you will then begin creating keystrokes for your library utilizing your keyboard on screen. In the CHCS system there have been function keys set to help minimize keystrokes. The F13 key is used for carriage return. 
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For each keystroke you want to create use a letter or number then your F13 key to symbolize your carriage return.

For instance:

At the P//  you would normally put (r) for referral and return. In your macro it would look like this: rCr and so on. 

Upon completing your keystrokes file them and them upload your UDK by typing LL for load UDK Library

Once you log off your system for the day the UDK is stored. 

In the SL  Show UDK Library you may choose one to see how the  macros look. Below is an example:
